Swimming  -  Summer Term 2010 
 
The school swimming pool will be in use from Tuesday 8th June, for the remainder of the Summer Term.  The pool is 
essentially a learner pool;  the primary purpose is to enable as many children as possible to gain confidence and to 
become proficient at personal survival in the water.  Our pool is shallow enough to permit even the smallest or most 
nervous to stand clear of the surface with comparative ease. 
 
All classes will be taught either by Rob Philpott -  qualified swimming teacher  -  or members of the school staff.  There 
is always a qualified lifesaver / first-aider in attendance at the pool. 
 
I ask you to note the following arrangements which apply to children in all classes.  One swimming period per week 
has been timetabled for each class:

All children are expected to participate, unless a note giving a reason has been received. 
 
While the regular timetable will be kept as far as possible, use of the pool will at all times be subject to weather 
conditions, temperature and chemical state of the water. 
 
Swimming costume and towel are required, all of which should be clearly named and put in a named swimming bag.  
The bag and contents should be taken home each day after use, for the costume to be rinsed and dried between 
swimming lessons.  Long hair must be tied back and a cap must be worn.
